WEEK 4 - BRIGHTER THAN DARKNESS

WEEK 5 - OUT OF DARKNESS

Love for the person to whom they promise to have and to hold, to protect and

guide. Sweet friend, whether we admit it or not, our eyes give us away. What makes

your eyes light up? The answer to this question will reveal what is favored within your

heart. Does the name of Jesus light up your eyes or is His name simply the name of the

One who saved your soul? Does Scripture set your heart on fire causing your eyes to

dream about eternity with your God or is the Bible simply on your to-do list? Jesus tells

us to embrace treasures in heaven and to do that while living today. Practically

speaking, how do we do that? What does that look like?

Not

that we are partaking in the darkness, but we are willing to show up beside the human

that is in the shadow. The light of Jesus Christ is brighter than the light of the wicked.

Their light is temporary. May we not allow ourselves to be blinded by the light of man.

Rather, may we be the fullness of light eternal to those who are blinded by the light of

man. Oh, that we will remember who we are and whose light is manifested in us! One day

we will see our identity, fully. I declare it is time to wrap our head around that future

identity and shine the fullness of that light today. 

May we pray that souls will be drawn to Jesus through our grasping of the warmth of His

Light upon us. Job 33:27-28
